On May 6, 2012 life at

the Stephens family
changed forever.  Scott
and Melody's youngest

son, Cody, died of Sudden
Cardiac  Arrest (SCA).
Cody was just a few weeks
from graduating at Crosby
High School and was
looking forward to attend-
ing Tarleton State Univer-
sity on a football scholar-
ship. SCA is a condition in
which the heart suddenly
and unexpectedly stops
beating and usually results
in death unless it is treated

in minutes.

Scott, owner and
president of Scott Ste-
phens and Associates, is a
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man on a mission. He has
formed the Cody Stephens
Foundation and a website
to make people aware of
SCA. "The website was
created to share Cody's
story with others, and do
anything and everything we
can to raise awareness of
this silent killer and help
prevent other families from
experiencing the loss and
heartache that we have

known," said Stephens.

Additionally, Stephens
has met with the Universi-
ty Interscholastic League
(UIL) representatives
to create awareness of
SCA. Furthermore, he has
pushed for legislation to
combat the problem.
House Bill 1319 was filed in
February, has seven co-
sponsors, and
is endorsed by sever-
al physicians including Dr.
John Higgins, Associate
Professor of Medicine at
University of Texas Health
Science Center in Houston.
The bill would require
school districts in the state
of Texas to screen all
students for SCA who
participate in UIL extracur-
ricular athletic activities.

The bill would also require
students to have adminis-
tered an electrocardiogram
"before being allowed to
participate in the activity"
or even practice prior to
the activity." A public
hearing on the bill was

scheduled for Tuesday,
April 14th.

Stephens holds a
Bachelor of Science in
Agricultural Economics

from Texas A&M Universi-
ty, is a license Real Estate
Broker, a State Certified
General Real Estate Ap-
praiser, and is a Designated

Member o f
the Appraisal Institute.
Additionally, Scott is a

member of the Chamber,
served as Chairman of the
Board in 2005, and re-
ceived a Dedicated Service
Award from the Chamber
in 2007. He is a member of
North Shore Rotary Club
and has served in many
positions including presi-
dent of the club in for
Rotary year 1998-1999. He
was honored as Rotarian of
the Year from North Shore
Rotary in 2010 and is a Paul

Harris Fellow.

M ajor project cargo
continues to move
across the docks at a steady clip
at the Port of Houston
Authority. One of the most
recent big shipments is coming
in the form of "stamping"
equipment bound for the
General Motors' expanding auto
manufacturing plant in Arlington.
General Motors broke ground
on a new $200 million stamping

facility last year, and the
equipment GM is moving across
the Port Authority docks will be
used to produce large metal
stampings such as doors, hoods
and side panels for the SUVs built
at GM Arlington.

That plant is the only source
for Chevrolet Tahoes, Suburbans,
GMC Yukons and Cadillac
Escalades, according to GM. The
equipment bound for the plant is

being transported from the port
by truck to Arlington. The
automaker will bring the new

facility on line this year.
